Three Columbia players (GUS CRAIG, JORDAN
SERENA and GEORGE THANOPOULOS) are
selected in the annual Major League Baseball
draft – the most Columbia players ever selected
in a single year.

Lions DH Joey Falcone becomes the first
Columbia baseball All-American since Gene
Larkin in 1984, being named to the first of two
All-America teams.

NADIA EKE finishes
fourth in the women’s
triple jump at the NCAA
Outdoor Track & Field
Championship with an
Ivy League-record leap of
13.46m, earning First Team
All-American honors.

JULY 

The lightweight varsity eight crew defeats
Hobart College in the quarterfinals at the 2015
Henley Royal Regatta. The run to the semifinal
race against Université de Lyon is the best by
any Columbia lightweight boat in the history of
the regatta.

MAODO LO wins silver medal as member of
German men’s basketball team at University
Games in Gwangju, South Korea.

NZINGHA PRESCOD claims bronze medal in
Women’s Foil at Senior World Fencing
Championships. At 22 years old, she was the
youngest fencer in the women’s top four and first
African American woman to medal at the
competition.

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On October 29, 2014, Columbia University raised more than $11 million from over 
10,400 gifts in one 24-hour period. 

Athletics raised over $2.4 million, over 20% of the total dollars raised on the day. This was the most 
Columbia Athletics has raised on the annual Giving Day, and an impressive 26% increase over 

Giving Day 2013. 

Athletics won over $87,000 in the University-wide challenges prizes, and the varsity sports programs
competed internally for a share of an additional $100,000 pot. 

Over 2,500 people donated to Columbia Athletics on the day. Of those, 774 were first-time donors,
while 588 people had participated in all three Giving Days.
